(inaudible), based on what the will says? Is his answer based on what the will says? Like, it's a will, |
don't know if his answer is based on what the will says.

HOWARD K STERN (ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S COMPANION)
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Yes. My answer is based on what the will says.

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
Sure?

LAWYER (MALE)

And what?

HOWARD K STERN (ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S COMPANICN)

| said, yes, my answer is based on what the will says.

LAWYER (MALE)

Thank you.

KRISTA BARTH (HOWARD K STERN'S ATTORNEY)

In 2001, that will provided a guardian for Anna's son, Daniel. Is that correct?

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
Well, you will talk later. You stay right, you can stay right in your seat, sir.

And...

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
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Right in your seat, Texas.

We do not know who's estranged. People have been here all the time.
JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)

HOWARD K STERN (ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S COMPANION)

KRISTA BARTH (HOWARD K STERN'S ATTORNEY)

HOWARD K STERN (ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S COMPANION)

No. And | would be very surprised if that were the case because | remember one tirme that after Daniel
passed...

(Inaudible) you did know of not revealing conversations.

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
Still noted. You may, you may continue your answer.

HOWARD K STERN (ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S COMPANION)

I, myself, spoke with Virgie after Daniel passed. Another person that we're mutual friends with spoke with
Virgie about trying to get pictures of Daniel that Anna wanted that were in Virgie's possession after Daniel
passed.

What kind of pictures?
HOWARD K STERN (ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S COMPANION)

I'know one was an oil painting, others were just, just pictures of Daniel's childhood, because Virgie kept
those and didn't let Anna have them. So we, we were in communication. Also, a cousin, Melanie, | think her
last name now is Hudson, called me and said that Virgie's...

Not that i'm aware of.
JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)

Do you know when the relationship between the mother and the daughter became so estranged? What
year that happened?

HOWARD K STERN (ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S COMPANION)

I think it was during childhood. | know that Anna left home at a very early age. That's what Anna told me.
| know that there were attempts to reconnect when Anna was married to her second husband, J Howard
Marshall. But those didn't last long.

KRISTA BARTH (HOWARD K STERN'S ATTORNEY)

Anna was very upset at her mom for something that had happened after Daniel was buried. Can you tell
me what Anna might have said to you or what you might have observed as to why she was very angry with
Ms. Arthur?

HOWARD K STERN (ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S COMPANION)
Well, there, there were a few things...
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LAWYER (MALE)

(Inaudible) the word you're buried, | know you've been growing, leaning on that (inaudible).
JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
What's your response?

LAWYER (MALE)

It's just that your effort to trash out...

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
Right. I'm holding up.
