Is he near you?

VIRGIE ARTHUR (MOTHER OF ANNA NICOLE SMITH)

Yes.

No.

-.and we don't even know she knew from personal knowledge (inaudible).
JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
All right. I'm gonna turn it over to you for a little while.

KRISTA BARTH (HOWARD K STERN'S ATTORNEY)

Thank you.

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)

| just wanted to make a big (inaudible).

KRISTA BARTH (HOWARD K STERN'S ATTORNEY)

| appreciate.

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
I'm trying to get you back to the Bahamas, right, you wanna be with the baby?
STEPHEN TUNSTALL (VIRGIE ARTHUR'S ATTORNEY)

(Inaudible).

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
Now, we're gonna slow down again. All right. So don't blame me.
STEPHEN TUNSTALL (VIRGIE ARTHUR'S ATTORNEY)

Judge, we're gonna move right faster.

JUDGE LARRY SEIDLIN (BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT)
Go ahead.

VIRGIE ARTHUR (MOTHER OF ANNA NICOLE SMITH)
4:00 in the morning. I go to wark at 6:00.

STEPHEN TUNSTALL (VIRGIE ARTHUR'S ATTORNEY)

All right. All right. Now, Mr. Stern has testified that you had heard and offered some evidence that you
knew nothing about your grandson, Daniel. Now, you raised him?

VIRGIE ARTHUR (MOTHER OF ANNA NICOLE SMITH)

Yes, | did.

STEPHEN TUNSTALL (VIRGIE ARTHUR'S ATTORNEY)

Okay. Now, you would have raised him from, when was - he was born in...
