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SNOW: Douglas Wilder became the nation's first elected black governor in 1989. !t took almost two dec-
ades before a second black governor was elected in Massachusetts. Deval Patrick was sworn in this Janu-
ary.

GOVERNOR DEVAL PATRICK, (D) MASSACHUSETTS: | am descended from pecple once forbidden
their most basic and fundamental freedoms, a people desperate for a reason to hope and willing to fight for
it.

SNOW: Patrick won in a predominantly white state. His campaign style is compared to that of his friend,
Democratic presidential hopeful Senator Barack Obama.

SEN. BARACK OBAMA, (D) ILLINOIS: We borrow ideas from each other. | think he's trying to do a simi-
lar thing in Massachusetts as | want to bring to the whole country.

SNOW: Can Obama win over America and its white voters the way Patrick did in Massachusetts?

RONALD WATERS, UNIVERSITY OF MARYLAND: They're a post-civil rights generation was threaten-
ing. That civil rights generation was somewhat threatening to whites.

SNOW: Compare a Gallup poll in 1958, when 54 percent of people questioned said they would not vote
for a black president, to this year, when just five percent hold that view.

Some political observers are skeptical of those polls and think the popularity of Obama and Patrick taps
into something specific.

WILDER: | think it has to do more with the moment and the fact that they seem to have captured the
spirit of the American people for change.

(END VIDEOTAPE)

SNOW: When it comes to politics being colorblind, former Virginia Governor Douglas Wilder, now the
mayor of Richmond, says Americans should be blinded to color as a facter in voting, but should cherish their
cultural identity -- Wolf.

BLITZER: Mary Snow in New York, thanks for that.

Meanwhile, right now, as Mary just said, one man is just one of two to earn a very special distinction.
{BEGIN VIDEOTAPE)

BLITZER: Massachuseits Governor Deval Patrick is joining us now from Boston.

Governor, first of all, congratulations.

GOV. DEVAL PATRICK (D), MASSACHUSETTS: Thank you, Wolf. If's great fo be with you.

BLITZER: It's — it's pretty shocking to think that there's -- you're the only second African-American gov-
ernor in our country since Reconstruction. | know you have thought about that. Why is it?

PATRICK: Well, | think there are probably lots of reasons. Some of them have nothing to do with race. |
mean, the whole idea of throwing your ot in and -- to a political race, especially a statewide one, that are fre-
quently bitter -- ours was unusually nasty, 1 think - and exposing yourself and your family to all that much of
a nonsense is something, | think, gives a lot of people pause.

But | think, here in Massachusetts, people saw my race. And I'm proud that they saw my race. But I'm
also proud that they saw more to me than -- than the fact that I'm a black man. They saw a range of experi-
ence, including government service, and -- and business leadership, and nonprofits, and so forth. And they
also saw a vision they shared that was a common vision for how to move our state forward.

BLITZER: There are a lot of African-American mayors of major urban centers across the United States.
And that's been pretty obvious the past 30, 40 years.

Why is it, if -- if African-Americans really can get elected in all sorts of major cities, they're still not getting
elected governor?
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PATRICK: Well, there are not a lot of them who have run for governor. So, | think, probably, if you took
the -- the numbers who have run for governor versus those who have ~ who have won, that ratio would be
pretty -- pretty good.

| hope there will be more candidates of color for all kinds of offices. In fact, | want more people who are,
like me, new to -- to electoral office, to step forward, because we have got to take our rightful place in -- in —
in helping to shape the kind of society we want to live in. And being active in political campaigns and as can-
didates is a part of that.

BLITZER: We heard Barack Obama say he's your friend.
PATRICK: He is, indeed.
BLITZER: I -- I'm sure he's -- you're his friend as well. But are you supporting him?

PATRICK: | -- listen, | think he is a fabulous candidate. And | have relationships with other candidates,
including Senator Clinton.

| do expect to get involved in the race, including in the primary, but, for the time being -- | have been in
office less than two months -- | have got to concenirate on my knitting right here.

BLITZER: Who has a better chance of becoming a -- a president in this country right now, an African-
American, like Barack Obama, or a woman, like Hillary Clinton? And you worked in the Clinton administra-
tion, so | know you're close to her as well.

PATRICK: Yes. | think -- | think the world of her.

I think the one who will win this presidential election in the general election is the one who has the clear-
est and most hopeful vision, a willingness to go directly to people, where they live and where they work, all
around the country, and ask them to see their stake in that vision, and who conveys a willingness that they
believe in something enough they're willing to lose over it.

| think that's what -- the kind of leadership that people all over the country are hungry for right now,
BLITZER: Governor Deval Patrick of Massachusetts, thanks very much for coming in.

PATRICK: Great to be with you, Wolf. Thank you.

BLITZER: And tonight, Hollywood takes a break from its pre-Oscar hoopla to help Senator Barack
Obama take on the role of a lifetime. The big guns behind Dreamworks Studios holding a fund-raiser tonight
for Obama's presidential campaign.

We'll turn fo our senior political analyst Bill Schneider. He's out in California watching the story unfold.
They call it the Hollywood primary, Bill.

BILL SCHNEIDER, CNN SR. POLITICAL ANALYST: They certainly do. And here in Hollywood, you
need a hot concept -- a high concept to make a movie. So how is this? A political star is born.

(BEGIN VIDEOTAPE) SCHNEIDER (voice-over): First stop, the streets of Los Angeles to say, show me
the love. Then to Hollywood, to say, show me the money.

MARTIN KAPLAN, DIRECTOR, NORMAN LEAR CENTER: Obama has something that Hollywood is
uniquely qualified to recognize, and that's star power.

SCHNEIDER: Barack Obama is supposed to be the outsider, the scrappy kid who appeals to young
pecple and political newcomers.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: | kept saying over and over again that, you know, I'm hoping. We're not sure
yet, but you know, hoping that Barack is going to run. But for me, like he's the one that sort of embodies that
spirit of Bobby Kennedy of hope and inspiration.

SCHNEIDER: But he's drawing the ultimate A-list Hollywood crowd fo his fundraiser here, which is spon-
sored by three of the most powerful figures in the movie industry.
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LAWRENCE BENDER, PRODUCER, "AN INCONVENIENT TRUTH": The amount of money they're rais-
ing is equivalent to what a president comes into town and raises, not someone who's just announced.

SCHNEIDER: Think of it as Oscar week for politicos. There is a huge amount of money for politics here.
Congress is in recess. Washington is frozen over. The primary schedule is earlier than ever, and an impor-
tant deadline looms.

KAPLAN: The mare dough you can show on the first quarterly filing on April 15th, the more credible a
candidate you are. And the more you can attract the big glitzy names who used to go with say, Hillary Clin-
ton, the more formidable a contender you seem to be.

(END VIDEOTAPE)

SCHNEIDER: So is Hollywood saying it's over, Hillary, you're box office poison? Not at all. They're
spreading the money around. They're giving to lots of candidates. After all, if you mix a new face in with
some old stars, you could end up with a better picture. Wolf.

BLITZER: And let's not forget Al Gore. He could be out there getting an Oscar in the coming days as
well. We haven't heard the last from him, presumably.

Bill Schneider, thanks very much for that.

Up ahead, he says it was among her dying wishes. Howard K. Stern, the long-time companion to Anna
Nicole Smith, tells a courtroom Smith made it clear just where she wanted to be buried.

Also, an all-too-public way to say you're sorry. The CEQ of JetBlue has seen his airline blasted in the
media. Now, he's taking to the airways with words of regret. Our Jeanne Moos will take a look. Stay with us.
We'll be right back.

BLITZER: Today, Anna Nicole Smith's loved ones took their battle over her body back to court. And there
were some surprising words from the man who says Smith meant so much to him.

Our national correspondent Susan Candiotti is joining us from Ft. Lauderdale with more. Dramatic stuf
going on in that courtroom behind you, Susan.

SUSAN CANDIOTTI, CNN CORRESPONDENT: That's true, Wolf. Yes, at a time, Howard K. Stern was
covering his face with his hands as he fried to convince the court that he knows what Anna Nicole Smith
really wanted, while testimony is just starting to heat up.

{BEGIN VIDEOTAPE)

CANDIOTTI (voice-over): Before he took the stand, the judge asked Howard K. Stern to write down the
name of the baby daughter Stern claims is his, Dannielynne. The judge explained he wanted to get the spell-
ing right.

Then Stern spoke of his decade-long relationship with Anna Nicole. It became intimate, Stern said, but
not exclusive. He admitted she had other boyfriends and he wanted her to be happy.

HOWARD K. STERN, SMITH'S COMPANION: She was my best friend, my lover, the mother of my
daughter, everything to me. Literally, everything, my whole world.

CANDIOTTI: Stern testified Smith asked him to buy burial plots in the Bahamas so she could be close to
her son, who was buried there in October.

STERN: On the day that Daniel died, Anna honestly was never the same. | mean, | would say that physi-
cally she died last week, but in a lot of ways, emoticnally, she died when Daniel died.

CANDIOTTI: Smith's mother also took the stand and admitted they were estranged. But she has not yet
talked about why she deserves fo have her daughter's body.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: If you have one regret with your daughter, what would it be? One regret?
VERGIE ARTHUR, SMITH'S MOTHER: One regret?
UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Yes.
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ARTHUR: That | was not able to get her away from drugs. One regret.

CANDIOTTE: At the end of the day, a stunning round of applause outside the courthouse for the man
who has not yet taken the stand, Smith's ex-boyfriend Larry Birkhead. He also claims he's Dannielynn's natu-
ral father. LARRY BIRKHEAD, SMITH'S EX-BOYFRIEND: You know, | finally got a judge's attention. We've
been fighting for months. And so, since I've got a judge's attention, 'm here for the long haul. And if | have to
move here while | have his undivided attention, I'm staying.

BLITZER: We'll be watching, Kyra. Thanks very much.
Kyra, filling in for Paula.

Still ahead here in the SITUATION ROOM, we're just getting new video coming into CNN. We're going to
show you what's going on. Rescuers desperately pulling people from a collapsed building. Pictures are pretty
shocking. We're going to show you what's going on.

Also, how many times can you say you're sorry? CNN's Jeanne Moos on the JetBlue apology that does-
n't seem fo end.

Stay with us. We'll be right back.
BLITZER: There's a developing story we're following in Turkey.
Brianna Keilar, update our viewers. What do we know? What are we seeing?

BRIANNA KEILAR, CNN CORRESPONDENT: Wolf, we're following this story in Istanbul. A five-story
building there has collapsed. We have some new video in. You can see a lot of police as well as emergency
workers on scene. They've been taken injured and putting them in ambulances. Just exactly how many con-
tinues to develop.

But the Associated Press quotes officials as saying one person is dead and at least 16 are reported in-
jured. The AP saying the building's foundation may have been weakened by a nearby construction project.

And JetBlue Airways is making a promise to passengers that the meltdown the airline experiences in the
past week won't happen again. The airline says it's flying a full schedule today after storm related complica-
tions cost the company about $30 million. And JetBlue is introducing a customer bill of rights. It promises
vouchers to passengers who suffer through those delays -- Wolf.

BLITZER: Brianna, thanks Very much.
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For all of the airline's recent woes, a government review of 20 airlines showed JetBlue ranked no. 1 at
the end of 2006 for fewest flights canceled. In that same report JetBlue ranked second in the fewest number
of mishandled bags and it ranked no. 3 for the fewest passenger complaints.

But on delays, JetBlue had a problem even before the Valentine's Day Meltdown.
Take a look at this.

The Air Travel Consumer Report said JetBlue ranks near the bottom of the pack - that would be 16th of
20 -- for on time arrivals.

JetBlue's CEO is singing the biues over the airline's winter weather melidown.
Here's CNN's Jeanne Moos.
(BEGIN VIDEQTAPE)

JEANNE MOOS, CNN CORRESPONDENT (voice-over): Gone are the days of exuberant posing on the
wing of a JetBlue plane. Got to say one thing for chairman and CEC David Neeleman. He sure knows how to
grovel with dignity.

DAVID NEELEMAN, CEO, JETBLUE: There's no excuse. We have learned a painful lesson.
MOOS: He groveled on every network. He groveled on JetBlue's website.
NEELEMAN: ... will never happen again.

MOOQOS: He groveled in the strongest terms. NEELEMAN: It was horrifying.
MOOS: He suffered personally.

NEELEMAN: | didn't eat for three days. | lost seven pounds.

MOOS: Remember the good old days of JetBlue's launch?

Back then, the big topic was color.

NEELEMAN: How about baby blue?

How about a marine blue?

Navy blue?

We're getting close.

JetBlue.

MOOS: Now the airline has to contend with word play like Jet Blues and Jet Blew If. On the airline's
website, Neeleman calls passengers...

NEELEMAN: My dear JetBlue customers...

MOOQOS: Those dear JetBlue customers were practically blue in the face.
UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: It was ridiculous.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: Nobody gave us any answers.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: | will never fly them again.

MOQS: CEQ Neeleman has won respect for sitting in the hot seat, not hiding.
(on camera): You don't want his head?

AMY SCHULMAN, CNN PRODUCER: | don't want his head.

MOQS: What do you want?

SCHULMAN: | want my money.
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MOOS (voice-over): She'll probably get it. Amy Schulman (ph) is a producer for CNN "SHOWBIZ", She
got hung up for the better part of two days at JFK as she tried to fly to California to be a bridesmaid in a
wedding. | invited her to join me for a conference call JetBlue set up for reporters.

(on camera): You want him to grovel. What do you want him to say?

ANNOUNCER: Tonight's episode is brought to you by Eastern Airlines. Even though we've been out of
business since 1921, we don't look so bad now, do we?

(END VIDEQ CLIP)

BECK: Now here’s a stat that | think is going to make your head explode with anger and confusion. And
it's really not about politics. It's about us.

According to a new poll out, Hillary Clinton's decision back in the “90s to stand by her man after the
Monica Lewinsky scandal is seen now as a sign of strength by 62 percent of women voters. You heard that
right, 62 percent of women.

Here's the point tonight. Guys, cheat away, brother. According to this poll, if you have an affair, six out of
10 of your wife's friends will tell her that staying with you is a sign of strength. Right.

Here’s how | got there. This poll is bull crap. You know it, and | know it. The poll doesn’t reflect reality. It
reflects politics. If this wasn't about Bill and Hillary Clinton, these women would not be saying this. The fact
that it is, | think, skews the numbers.

1 don’t think that Clintons in this particular poll should play a role, but they do. This should be about the
value we place on marriage, about the value of our spouses. Now, when it comes to the Clintons, I'm a little
harsh. | have very little respect for their marriage. | know it’s not mine really to judge, but really nobody can
see inside of their relationship except for them.

However, we've had to past judgment because this story with the Clintons in the “90s just rubbed in our
faces.
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When the story first broke, before Monica Lewinsky, about Gennifer Flowers, | gave him a pass, quite
honestly. | mean, | thought he was a dirt bag from the beginning, but you know, they got on "60 Minutes" and
they said, you know, we’ve had our problems in this marriage. And | thought, OK, who doesn’t have prob-
lems in their relationship? Hillary has endured that one. They patched it up.

However, it wasn't just that one infidelity. It was a series of indiscretions that happened one right after
another that would make Charlie Sheen blush.

Now, if that was you, do you really think your wife would stay with you, if you would have done these
things? And please, would six out of 10 of her friends agree on that decision and say, "Oh, you should stay
with him. | don’t know. There's something about him." Not on your life, Jack.

Not only has Hillary put up with what | believe is serial emotional abuse, but she has faced it in a disgust-
ingly public way. Need | remind you that our children now know about other uses for cigars because of that
event?

Plus, Bill let her go onte national television and talk about it with a straight face defend him, sayit's a
vast right-ring conspiracy. He allowed her to publicly defend him when he knew it wasn't true.

How can 62 percent of American women respect that, respect a woman who clearly doesn’t have any
respect for herself? This woman taught the women of America, including her daughter, the exact opposite of
what a real champion of women would want to teach, and that is this, that you as a woman are far more
valuable than the treatment that your husband is giving you.

You know, | believe in the sanctity of marriage, but I'm also a guy who's been divorced. I'm a guy who
made mistakes in my own marriage. We should strive to heal our marriages when we can. We should do
everything we could to not break them up, but with that being said, doesn't there come a point when some-
one should no fonger tolerate serial infidelity?

How can a majority of women support someone who stands by a man who so grossly humiliated her in
public and trampled on their vows? Is there no line you can cross in a marriage that isn't shameful now in
America?

Here's what | know tonight. Believe it or not, | truly believe that Hillary Clinton would be president today
if, after Bill admitted the affair, she would have taken all of his clothes and thrown them out on the front lawn
of the White House and then called a press conference.

If she would have stood there in the press conference and said, "Look, | respect this man’s policies as
president of the United States, but | don’t respect his principles and the way he has treated his family. To the
women of America, no woman should ever allow themselves to be mistreated for years, used for political
reasons and humiliated in front of the entire world. Every woman, including my daughter, is more valuable
than that."

Now here’s what | dont know. If Bill Clinton were a conservative and Hillary stayed with him, would 67
percent of the women say that that was a strong move, or would the feminists then stand up and say, "Oh,
look at the cute little conservative couple making his wife walk behind him? He's got her so under control
that she’ll do anything he says."

John Harris is with "Politico”. He's also the author of "The Survivor: Bill Clinton in the White House". And
Debra Mandel, a psychologist who specializes in relationship issues.

John, let me start with you. Did any of Hillary's decision to stay with her husband have to do with political
calculation?

JOHN HARRIS, "POLITICO": | don't think, Glenn, you can separate the political from the personal when
it comes to the Clinton marriage. Politics has always been at the center of thelr marriage. Back from the
times even before they were married in the early "70s they were drawn fo each other because they saw this
great -- two great political talents.

And so when Bill Clinton -- when Hillary Clinton looks at Bill Clinton and sees the things she admires, it's
his political talents and vice versa. So politics and personal all mixed together.
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BECK: Do you think this is kind of a business relationship?

HARRIS: Nd, I think it is much more than a business relationship, and many times I've had people roll
their eyes at this. They think that Hillary Clinton is only with Bill Clinton for opportunistic reasons.

I think it's much more than that. | think they have an authentic — you know, | apologize for using this
corny word -- | think they have an authentic romance, but | also think their professional ambitions are very
much a part of that romance, part what have draws them together.

BECK: OK. So Dr. Mandel, I'll be honest. Because [ really truly don't understand how women are as-
signing strength to Hillary Clinton for sitting through serial infidelities. How is that strength?

DEBRA MANDEL, PSYCHOLOGIST: Contrary to popular belief, it actually is a great strength for a
woman to be able to work through infidelity with her spouse. | mean, it happens to a lot of couples.

BECK: Wait, wait, wait. Wait, wait. Over and over and over again. If you don’t have frust in the relation-
ship, what exactly do you have?

MANDEL: Well, that's true. | think -- and this is just from an outside position because | haven't had them
in my office as a couple, and if | had | wouldn't be able to talk about them for confidentiality reasons.

But you know, Bill, | think he's got some elements of sex addiction, and | think that’s probably what he
was struggling with. And if Hillary was able to understand what that means and not personalize that, and he
was able to take some ownership of that and work through that with her, then actually there was a lot of di-
mensions that were going on that most people don't understand about sex.

BECK: So you - are you felling me, because | know how my wife would answer this, and [ know how all
of my wife’s friends would answer this. If | were being serial cheater on my wife, | couldn’t find six out of the
10 friends that she has that would say, "Oh, stay with him. If would show strength.” They'd say, "Beat it, he's
adirt bag."

MANDEL: Yes. You know, | think that’s most people’s initial response, and that's what they would say
until they're in that position. And as John was pointing out, you know, they have a lot more to their relation-
ship, most likely, than just to climb the political ladder, but they probably do have an incredible bond, a lot —- a
lot of strength between the two of them.

They probably feel better together as a couple than they could imagine being separate, and they proba-
bly have a very good best friendship and those are reasons that people might be willing to work through
those things that we would usually say, "Oh, no, that's a hard line non-negotiable."

BECK: John, you've been -- you've spent a lot of time with the Clintons.

HARRIS: Yes, | have.

BECK.: King-sized bed or Lucy and Desi beds?

HARRIS: You know, a lot of times they are not in that bed together very often.

BECK: What a surprise. Who would have seen that coming?

HARRIS: He is constantly traveling around the world. She is down here much of the time.

You know, | must say I'm not dodging the question. | have been in the Clinton bedroom once on a per-
sonat tour that Bill Clinton gave me of his Chappaqua house. It is indeed a king-sized bed.

BECK: That's shocking to me.

Do you think she knew? Did she know before -- when she got on television and said it's a vast right-wing
conspiracy, did she know?

HARRIS: You know, [ think what she has is this ability, this discipline almost to will herself to believe.
Obviously, that time in 1988, January 1997 when the Lewinsky scandal broke, anybody who was reading the
papers could tell that obviously something had happened. This was not just a normal relationship between a
president and an intern. | believe she, through force of will, committed herself to a different story.
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BECK: So how is that — doctor, how is that possibly healthy for you? | mean, | just can't get past the fact
that people are saying -- is there nothing -- is there no line in relationships that you can - that somebody
would come into your office and you'd say, "Woman, what the hell are you thinking?"

MANDEL: You know, healthy is such a relative term. That's a great question, because | think a lot of
people would be listening right here and would be agreeing with you. You know, how could that possibly be
considered a healthy relationship.

And for many people it wouldn't be, but I think that we have to consider what people’s priorities are in a
relationship. For instance, for me, | don’t think | could survive in a relationship where somebody had been
unfaithful, because that is such a high priority for me to have that kind of sexual, romantic intimacy with a
partner.

But relationships are very complicated, and I've learned to be a lot less judgmental over the years be-
cause...

BECK: I've got to tell you - Doctor, I've got to tell you, | think this is the biggest bunch of bull crap I've
ever heard.

MANDEL: That's OK. You can have your opinion.

BECK: No, I'm sorry, it's a litfle more than opinion. Marriage is marriage. You have nothing if you don't
have -- if you don’t have trust for each other. And I'm sorry, but right and wrong is right and wrong. Every-
thing is not relative now.

You know, when vou look like me and you've got this spooky double chin
going on, every Tuesday is Fat Tuesday, but the rest of America thinks of it as Mardi Gras.

This is the second celebration since Hurricane Katrina devastated the Crescent City along with much of
the Gulf Coast, Mississippi, Alabama, and much has been made now of a New Orleans comeback, but life is
far from back to back to normal -- far from being back to normal.

Before Katrina there
were more than 2,000 doctors serving in the city. Today, 500. Before Katrina, 128 public schools in opera-
tion. Today, 56. Four thousand businesses have closed, 100,000 jobs disappeared, 62,000 families still living
in temporary trailers.

The murder rate is soaring. It has increased 90 percent in the past six months alone.

Chris, what is happening in this city now?

CHRISTOPHER COOPER, "WALL STREET JOURNAL": Hey there, Glenn. The biggest problem is,
frankly, the federal government.

COOPER: Well, it's always been a pretty dangerous city. | mean, back in the “90s it [ed the country in
murders.

They don’t have a crime lab anymore. It got washed out. They need to build a new crime lab. You can't
build a case if you can’t -- if you don’t have the evidence,

BECK: You see, | mean here -- Chris, | mean, just help me understand this because | -- | just fail to un-
derstand it. | read a story out of New Orleans today about a 17-year-old boy who came home, had been
beaten up, and his mom says, "What happened to you?"

And he says, "| was beaten up by so and so."

She hands him a gun and says, "Go get revenge." He goes. He kills the other kid. The police grab him,
take him home. Mom is there. On the mantle of the house is a picture of the kid with a gun in one hand, a fist
full of cash in the other. This — this family has glorified violence.

What does the police chief say? His response was, "We've got to fix the educational system here."
