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HANNITY: Sure. All right. | want to talk and move, Kimberly -- so much has been discussed about the
conduct of the judge in this case, the fact that this is on television. He's giving Judge Judy a run for her
money now,

GUILFOYLE: And he really wants to, by the way.

HANNITY: Clearly he does.

GUILFOYLE: This is no joke to him. He's like, "Call me. Call me."

HANNITY: Right now, here's the number.

GUILFOYLE: This guy wants his show. And he's running the show down there in Florida. And cameras
are atlowed in the courtroom there.

HANNITY: Is this the danger of cameras in the courtroom, people play to the cameras?

GUILFOYLE: Look, you know, | think it's important, because you have to have open doors. We have to
see what goes on in the American justice system.

HANNITY: But people start acting and...

GUILFOYLE: You know what? It can bring out the good, it can bring out the bad, the ugly, and even the
bizarre.,

COLMES: He may go the way of Judge lfo. We don't know.
GUILFOYLE: Oh, man.

COLMES: We thank Dr. Baden, and we thank Bobby, and we thank Anne. You're going to stay with us,
Kimberly.

HOWARD K. STERN, ANNA NICOLE SMITH CONFIDANTE: From the day that Daniel died, Anna hon-
estly was never the same. | mean, | would say that physically she died last week, but in a lot of ways emo-
tionally she died when Daniel died.

HANNITY: And that was Howard K. Stern in court today, responding to questions about Anna's emo-
tional state following her son, Daniel's, death.

Joining us now from the Bahamas is Aidan Pickering from "Inside Edition." Also with us is psychothera-
pist Dr. Robi Ludwig. And we centinue with the host of "The Lineup,” Kimberly Guilfoyle here.

You know, a lot of people -- we were actually discussing this in the break here. He seemed monoctone.
How do you...

DR. ROBI LUDWIG, PSYCHOTHERAPIST: He seemed very flat. Now, you could say, is he grieving?
But | wonder if he was doing drugs. | mean, if he's around someone who's doing so many drugs, he's just
sitting there, you know, saying, "I'll pass"? | wonder.

HANNITY: You're a professional. | mean, you deal with people that do drugs all the time. Does that seem
like...
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LUDWIG: Well, | think people tend to - you know, people who are alike tend to flock together. And |
really wonder if somehow him being around Anna Nicole Smith, if he also deteriorated in some way. He
seems different than he was on...

LUDWIG: Right, exactly. Exactly.

HANNITY: The judge, to his credit, on numerous occasions kept talking about Dannielynn and the
daughter and the impact, ultimately. And he repeated this often, that one day she is going to look back on
these hearings and what they do in this courtroom.

You're a psychotherapist. This girl, when she sees this, what's she going fo think?

LUDWIG: Well, listen, this is all going to be part of her history. And hopefully by the time she's ald
enough to see this, her life will be in a heaithier place.

HANNITY: She's going to need you.

LUDWIG: ... she decides that she dossn't want fo bother with her father, that should be her choice.
HANNITY: Aidan, when we get to the bottom line here, the paternity issue is what needs to be resolved,

very quickly here. And we also know that toxicology reports can be done in 48 hours. It seems like this is
dragging on needlessly.

AIDAN PICKERING, "INSIDE EDITION": Well, there's a quote in the papers today from one of the law-
yers involved in this case that's going to come to the Bahamian courts, where he says the wheels of justice
turn very slowly here, expected to take anything from 15 days to 15 months.

We're also hearing some more about what's going to happen in those courts. There's going to be no pub-
lic, no press. You're not going to see a camera there, and a vivacious judge, and a cast of characters. It's all
going to be pretty much behind closed doors.

And we are not certain of getting any kind of updates from anybody, because the attorneys will be
gagged. So what exactly does come out and at what pace it comes out is very much up in the air, but |
wouldn't expect to hear news on that anytime soon.

HANNITY: You know, we were discussing this, Kimberly, in the last segment here. They literally, with her
first husband, they split the ashes. | mean, is this what...

GUILFOYLE: Of Howard Marshall.

HANNITY: Is this now what this is going to come down to?
GUILFOYLE: Isn't that sad?

HANNITY: That's pathetic. It's not sad. It's pathetic.

GUILFQYLE: Yes, and that's the problem. And you have to separate what's right, what's wrong, and then
remove the self-interest. And that's what's so upsetting about this.

And, you know, nobody wants to separate Anna, please, from her son. That would be wrong. The prob-
lem is, is where did she want to be? She's not going to be living in the Bahamas, so is anyone going to be
able to grieve and go to her there?

HANNITY: But she agreed to bury the son there. She agreed to it, otherwise the son wouldn't be there.
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GUILFOYLE: Well, they also said economics were an issue, as well, because they did -- she also she
wanted to be buried at the same cemetery as Marilyn Monroe, and they checked into that, but it was cost
prohibitive. So then you went to the Bahamas, and they were probably able to get a good price, and they got
the multiple plots, which is not uncommon. Many couples do that and buy two at the same time.

LUDWIG: Well, i'm sure he was her adviser. But | also get the impression -- | mean, they're making him
into some svengali. | actually have the opposite idea. | think she was very much in charge in that relation-
ship. She might have used him as an adviser and gone along with things that she wanted to go along with
anyway, but | don't think she's someone who did something she didn't want to do.

COLMES: Well, Aidan, if she wasn't in control of her senses, if she was on drugs all the time, if she was
on drugs to the extent that some people have suggested, she was unable to make a good decisions for her
and her family's future.

PICKERING: Well, certainly. And, you know, the coroner out here who's going to do an inquest next
month into the death of Daniel wants to get to the bottom of this. You know, he wants to know what exactly
was going on in that house and what drugs may have been involved.

And he certainly made some comments publicly about Howard K. Stern, about, isn't it a coincidence
that, you know, now there are two people that have died that he was intimately in contact with? And so, al-
though it may be slow, there's certainly a desire here to get to the bottom of it. And bear in mind tat this is a
country that has been rocked by this whole thing.

COLMES: The wheels of justice, Kimberly, shouldn't turn so slowly in a situation like this.

COLMES: Well, we just heard paternity could be determined in 48 hours. You don't have to wait for that.
You can find out who the father is pretty -- within a fairly reasonable expectation, and then decide where bur-
ial would be based on that.

GUILFOYLE: And isn't that the right thing to do?
COLMES: Yes.

HANNITY: All right, we've got to take a break, guys. We're going to come back, and a lot more to getto
tonight.

And also coming up, he talked a good game on "Hannity's America,” but tonight we'll find out if this radi-
cal imam really does have terror in his heart.

COLMES: Welcome back to "Hannity & Colmes.”

We continue with "Inside Edition's" Aidan Pickering, psychotherapist Dr. Robi Ludwig, and the host of
"The Lineup", Kimberly Guilfoyle.

We were just talking in the break here about her attitude toward men. Anna Nicole Smith.
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LUDWIG: I think she thinks men are sperm donors, and that's why it didn't really matter who the biclogi-
cal father was of her child. She'll decide who the real father should be.

COLMES: Not allowed to do that. Was she not in love with any of these guys? Didn't she have a love af-
fair with Larry Birkhead at the very least?

LUDWIG: | don't know about that. | think she was in such a drugged out state she couldn't know who she
loved. | don't even know if she loved herself. | think she sexualized a lot of her relationships, which is differ-
entthan love.

COLMES: Let's just go back to -- she talked in court today, and we touched on this earlier. She said that
her mother didn't know her, didn't know her son, that she would never -- her mother would never know Dan-
nielynn. Referred to beatings and whippings she got when she was as old as 21 years old.

Is that something she could have made up or is that likely to have happened?

LUDWIG: Well, | think we need to respect that that's the way she experienced her mother. And maybe
the mother she got was not the right mother for her. Clearly they didn't have a good relationship. And that
can happen.

COLMES: Aidan, you're down there in the Bahamas. s this likely where this all is going to wind up? Are
you going to get a sense that this be going to be in enmeshed in a court case down there for months and
months to come?

PICKERING: | think so. And | think the thing to remember here is that the baby is here. And that's the
critical thing. They can carry out all the DNA tests they want on Larry Birkhead or Howard K. Stern and
other jurisdictions, but when if comes down to it they do need a DNA sample from the baby, Dannielynn. The
baby remains here in the Bahamas.

COLMES: Who is taking care of the baby?

PICKERING: A combination of people. They have a nanny there. And there's also king Eric Gibson and
his girlfriend, who are looking after the baby. Those two were friends of Anna Nicole Smith when she was
alive and Howard K. Stern, and between them and a cordon of security guards over at that Horizons House,
they're looking after the baby and looking after her as best we know.

COLMES: Do we think that any of these men, Kimberly, whether it's Howard K. Stern or whether it's
Birkhead who are really prepared to not only inherit whatever might be inherited monetarily but take care of
this child?

GUILFOYLE: That's the problem. That's what I'm talking about. The common denominator here with
Howard K. Stern and the two deaths within five months of each other. That's not such a good record, OK?
And if he doesn't have a biological right to the child, then the baby should go with the biclogical father, and
that's going to be it.

COLMES: Whatever the judge decides, can it then be challenged? And could this be dragged on and on
as more people come and challenge whatever decision is made?

GUILFOYLE: Well, sure, but it's going to be tough to argue with the science, which will confirm whether
or not Larry K. -- Larry Birkhead is, in fact, the father. And if he is, then | don't see why the child should be
taken away. He's done nothing wrong. We haven't heard things about him saying that he is unfit.

HANNITY: | want to go through the legal side of all of this here. If the will has all these holes in it that
we're being told it has, in fact, let's go through each scenario.
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GUILFOYLE: Not eight months pregnant on methadone. Absolutely not. If this was something she was a
recovering heroin addict specifically.

HANNITY: But it's also — it's not just heroin recovery, but it's also used as a legitimate pain medicine,
right?
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LUDWIG: | know that when a woman is pregnant, you know, they know a lot about medications. And
there are very few that women can take. | mean, that's not my area of specialty.

GUILFOYLE: It is contraindicated for during pregnancy. They're not handing that out. They want you to
take prenatal vitamins.

COLMES: Something tells me we'll be here to talk about this again. Thank you very much. Thank you
very much for being with us tonight.

We check in with Greta. She's here to tell us what's coming up right after "Hannity & Colmes.” And we
will continue to explore this and other stories.

GRETA VAN SUSTEREN, HOST, "ON THE RECORD": Yes, continuing to explore the case of Anna
Nicole Smith. We are outside the courthouse, and all day in court today, Alan, | can only tell you one thing. It
was strange. It was one of the strangest court appearances, court hearings I've ever seen. We're going to
talk about that.

We're going fo show videotape of the hearing. Plus, we're going to show videotape of Anna Nicole Smith
just two weeks before she gave birth. Wait until you see the condition she's in.

But this is a very bizarre case. And we have all the very latest from down here in-South Florida right out-
side the courthouse. Back to you.

COLMES: Thank you, Greta.
