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GRETA VAN SUSTEREN, HOST: Tonight, the order.
(BEGIN VIDEO CLIP)

LARRY SEIDLIN, BROWARD COUNTY CIRCUIT JUDGE: The court and its participants in the matter
before -- before it have taken a long journey in a very compressed period of time. Although a host of matters
have been touched on and a multitude of issues have been raised, there is only one issue before this court
to decide: Who is entitled to the custody of the remains of Anna Nicole Smith?

There could be only one proper and equitable answer to that question, Dannielynn, Anna Nicole's only
child and heir, next of kin. Therefore, based on the court's review and analysis of arguments, testimony and
materials presented to it, the court orders and adjudges as follows. Dannielynn's motion is granted. Stern’s
verified (ph) petition is denied. Arthur's motion to deny -- to dismiss Is denied as moot. Arthur's cross- petition
is denied.

Richard Milstein, esquire, as the guardian ad litem for Dannielynn Hope Marshall Stern, is awarded cus-
tody of the remains of Anna Nicole Smith. Oh! The Broward County medical examiner is ordered to release
those remains to Milstein in accordance with Milstein's directives.

But here's where Milstein is directed to consulf with Arthur, Birkhead and Stern with respect to the dispo-
sition of Anna Nicole Smith's remains. However, the manner, means, and all aspects of handling of those
remains, from their release from the Broward medical examiner to their final interment, are with Milstein's
sole and absolute discretion, as guided by the best interests of Dannielynn Stern.

You'll read it, but | want her buried. | want her buried with her son. | want to -- there's no -- there's no
shouting. This is not a - this is not a happy moment. | want her buried with her son in the Bahamas. | want
them to be together. Oh!

You know, she had to live all her years under this kind of exposure. | just get a week-and-a-half of it, and
it's ready to flatten me down. She's going to be with her son. She's going to have her son nexf to her.

| want to just make one comment. | appreciate the help | received from all the lawyers. | appreciate your
help. | appreciate the direction you gave me. And | appreciate the respect you showed the court and the
state of Florida.

| have no longer any jurisdiction. I's in Milstein's hands. He's being charged with -- and Dr. Perper is go-
ing to help. Dr. Perper said he'd fly with him to the Bahamas, and the sheriff's department's indicated they're
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going to help and they're going to work out the logistics and the details with mother -~ with mother and the
two gentlemen here. And | hope to God you guys give the kid the right shot!

| sign this order effective almost 4:00 o'clock. It's a long order. It's a long order.
{END VIDEO CLIP)

VAN SUSTEREN: Just a short time after the ruling, many could not believe their eyes. Who would have
guessed this? The three legal combatants, Virgie Arthur, Howard K. Stern and Larry Birkhead exited the
court. They were all together walking arm in arm.

(BEGIN VIDEO CLIP)

DEBRA OPRI, LARRY BIRKHEAD'S ATTORNEY: Ladies and gentlemen, I'm very proud to say that the
three have unified in the interests of a loved woman equally by all three of them, and they will make their
statements.

HOWARD K. STERN, ANNA NICOLE SMITH'S ATTORNEY/LOVER: | just want to say that I'm very
grateful that Anna Nicole's wishes are going to be carried out. She's going to be in the Bahamas with her
son. That's all that matters.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE: They can't hear you.

OPRI: You've got to speak up, Howard.

STERN: | just want to say that I'm very grateful that Anna Nicole's wishes...
OPRI: They can't hear you, Howard.

STERN: | don't think if's working.

BIRKHEAD: Do you want me to repeat what you're saying? He's saying that - Howard's saying that he's
just very glad that Anna's wishes are carried out and she will be...

STERN: That she's going to be going back to the Bahamas with her son.
OPRI; Virgie, come on up.

STERN: I'm very happy with the decision. All that mattered to me was that Anna's wishes were carried
out and that she's going to be with her son.

QUESTION: After all the acrimony in court, how is it you two are standing side by side right now?

BIRKHEAD: ! think we alt understand that we all love Anna, and it's in her best interests to come together
and (INAUDIBLE) worked out for her best interests and lay her to rest.

QUESTION: (INAUDIBLE)

BIRKHEAD: We're still in the process (INAUDIBLE)

(CROSSTALK)

QUESTION: What has been decided about the paternity and the paternity test for Howard K.?
OPRI: That's not discussions for today.

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE: That's not appropriate for today.

(CROSSTALK)

OPRI: Let us hear from Virgie. Virgie would like to say something. Let Virgie say something. Virgie, come
on. The mother. Speak from your heart. Speak from your heart, and clear and loud.

{CROSSTALK)
BIRKHEAD: You don't have to say anything.
OPRI: You loved her.
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VIRGIE ARTHUR, ANNA NICOLE'S MOTHER: | love her from my heart.

BIRKHEAD: She just said she loved her with all of her heart. And | think what's most important is that
we're all trying to work together.

OPRI: And on behalf of Howard, Virgie and Larry - Larry will be seeing his daughter very soon at the fu-
neral, and | just want to say thank you to Howard.

(END VIDEO CLIP)

VAN SUSTEREN: Are you stunned by this? It surprised all of us here on the scene, but there were lots
of twists and turns, and frankly, there are more to come. Joining us, senior correspondent for "Inside Edition"
Les Trent. Les, always interesting to watch it on TV, but there's more to be seen when you're there.

LES TRENT, "INSIDE EDITION": | thought the exact same thing. You're watching it on TV, and it looks
like an amazing drama. But when you're actually there, you could feel the air being sucked out of the room
when the judge finally said, I'm going to make my decision. No one expected him to say it. That's the first
thing.

But also, the day started off like yesterday. Larry Birkhead was on the stand. He was again talking about
Anna Nicole's drug use. He was again talking about how he had tried to get her off drugs. A couple of times,
he broke down. There was, of course, the drama of Tex -- you know, the lawyer, John O'Quinn -- who col-
lapsed in court. So there was this roller-coaster ride throughout the day.

And then to hear the judge say -- when we were all expecting to come back tomorrow, to hear the judge
say, I've made my decision, it was unbelievable. The judge -- he would -- the judge will hate me hear — hate
to hear me say this, but it was great drama.

VAN SUSTEREN: Do you think the judge granted dignity to all three parties? Because they had very dif-
ferent positions. They came to court with very different ideas about what should happen.

TRENT: | think he did, and | think made a point throughout the proceedings to -- he made a point, first of
all, to always explain what his internal thought process was. And today, early in the day, he gave sort of a
summation of each of the characters and each of their flaws and each of their strengths and why he thought
it was important that they all share somehow in being able to grieve for Anna Nicole. And | think he did a re-
markable job in that respect.

VAN SUSTEREN: All right. Stop being a journalist for a second. Be just a citizen sitting in the courtroom.
Did you appreciate the thought processes or not?

TRENT: If's hard for me to separate being a journalist, only because I've probably sat in on 100 trials in
the past 25 years and I've never heard a judge who is this emotional, who speaks so off the cuff, who some-
times, when you listen to him, you're thinking, Where is he going with this? You've seen it before in this court-
room, where people just stare at each other, like, OK, where -- where are we going? | think, in the end, when
you see what he was able to accomplish...

VAN SUSTEREN: Three warring people...
TRENT: Three warring people...

VAN SUSTEREN: ... arm in arm, which I've never seen. He wore them down and got them to (INAUDI-
BLE)

TRENT: He did. And when you see that, you have to say, well, maybe he was doing something right.
VAN SUSTEREN: All right. Les, thank you.

Here with us outside the courthouse is Bruce Ross, one of the lawyers for Howard K. Stern, who, of
course, is one the parties to this litigation. Bruce, nice to see you.

BRUCE S. ROSS, ATTORNEY FOR HOWARD K. STERN: Good to see you, Greta.
VAN SUSTEREN: Bruce, was your client treated with dignity and faimess in this courtroom?
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ROSS: | think he was. | think he was. Like any trial, there were issues, particularly with respect to Anna's
drug use. | don't think the public appreciates perhaps how much Howard himself did to help Anna with her
drug problems. He was, 1 think quite unfairly, pictured at times as an enabler. That he is not. But in the end, |
think his position was completely vindicated. He wanted, as Anna wanted, to have her buried next to her be-
loved son, Daniel.

VAN SUSTEREN: He got whacked pretty badly yesterday in the courtroom.
ROSS: No question.
VAN SUSTEREN: Today the witnesses easier on him or did they rehabilitate him in some ways?

ROSS: Well, | think the fact of the matter is, as your colleague just mentioned, all of us have strength
and weaknesses, and some of the great strengths of Mr. Birkhead yesterday were perhaps contrasted a little
bit today with some weaknesses, just as Howard's strengths and weaknesses were discussed at great length
in the first two days of trial.

VAN SUSTEREN: You know, these -- you know, Howard's a lawyer, and these proceedings are so tough
on clients. What | don't get -- and this is the question, I'm sure, that everyone puts to you, is - why not, if he
let that child have simply a swab from her cheek of DNA, that would at least put some end to some of this
heartache for a lot of people. Why not?

ROSS: Well, you know, at some point, | think that will happen. But the fact of the matter is that paternity,
despite the efforts of some to make it an issue in this three days of trial, is not an issue. The only question,
as the judge himself said at the end, was where should Anna's remains be laid.

VAN SUSTEREN: Indeed. Indeed. That's the issue in this court. But the bigger global issue, to quote the
judge -- | think that was the term he used -- is that, you know -- | mean, the big thing is that child, and the
child needs to be with a parent, whether it's Howard K. Stern or whether it's Larry Birkhead. And this sort
gamesmanship of not doing it, when it can be done so swiftly and end so much heartache, that's what | think
hurts your client the most.

ROSS: Well, | hear what you're saying, Greta, but | respectfully disagree. | don't think we're talking about
gamesmanship. We have many legal proceedings pending. In California...

(CROSSTALK)

VAN SUSTEREN: You got a billion!

ROSS: ... Florida...

VAN SUSTEREN: You could get rid of all of it!
o).

VAN SUSTEREN: Let me tell you...
ROSS: ... establishes a trust...
VAN SUSTEREN: | agree.

ROSS: ... for her daughter.
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VAN SUSTEREN: | agree. | agree. Your client has rights. He's got - - there are all sorts of ...
ROSS: Thank you.

VAN SUSTEREN: ... court proceedings. He's got all of them. But he's being stupid.

ROSS: Well...

VAN SUSTEREN: That's the problem. He could end a lot of this, and that's the major problem.

ROSS: OK, that's your view. It's not my view. And again, we have courts who are going to decide the is-
sue of paternity.

VAN SUSTEREN: And we would -- and | hope you come back when it's finally resolved and...
ROSS: I'll be happy to come back.

VAN SUSTEREN: And you know, congratulations. | think it's probably a victory to -- to the wishes of
Anna, as your client says they are.

ROSS: Well, and as the court said and as 1 think the overwhelming evidence said, as well. Thank you
very much.

VAN SUSTEREN: And two main witnesses at the end who were significant.
ROSS: Yes.

VAN SUSTEREN: But anyway, all right, Bruce, thank you.

ROSS: Thank you.

VAN SUSTEREN: When will Anna Nicole's body be taken from here in Florida to the Bahamas? The
judge has asked Dr. Perper to escort the body to the Bahamas. Let's bring in Dr. Joshua Perper, the Broward
County medical examiner. Welcome, Doctor.

DR. JOSHUA PERPER, BROWARD COUNTY MEDICAL EXAMINER: Thank you.

VAN SUSTEREN: Doctor, do you have the written order yet, [ mean, which gives you the authority to re-
lease that body?

PERPER: | received a faxed order, but | will receive a certified one, so that would be the one which
would prompt the action on my part. Basically, I'm ordered to remit the body to the guardian for the child, and
I'll do so. And as you mentioned, I'm going to accompany, at judge's request, the guardian with the body to
the Bahamas to make sure that, indeed, everything proceeds satisfactorily.

VAN SUSTEREN: All right. Now, | think that's odd, but correct -- but maybe you can explain (INAUDI-
BLE) But it seems to me that the order goes to you, and whoever comes to get the body, you then release
the body, and that's the end of it. Why are you -- why do you think the judge wants you to escort the body to
the Bahamas?

PERPER: Well, my understanding is that the judge wanted me to assist the guardian in making sure that
all the procedural steps are taken properly. | really don't have a better explanation, and hopefully, the judge
could provide it, if you'd ask him.

VAN SUSTEREN: All right. Dr. Perper, thank you, sir.
PERPER: You're welcome.

VAN SUSTEREN: Larry Birkhead testified again today about his relationship with Anna Nicole. The body
battle may be finished, but the baby battle — that is far from over. Believe it or not, it's going to get heated up
and started up again in less than 11 hours in the courthouse right behind us.

As you know, Larry Birkhead insists he is Dannielynn's real father. What does he say about the paternity
fight? Now, we tracked him down and cornered him with our cameras earlier today.

(BEGIN VIDEO CLIP)
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VAN SUSTEREN: Larry, today you were on the witness stand, and one of the issues that came up is, of
course, whether or not you're the father and the question of conception. You started to explain what hap-
pened when you were in that hospital with Anna Nicole. You didn't get to answer completely. What were you
attempting to say?

BIRKHEAD: Well, when Anna was in the hospital back in May of 2006, or actually, late April, the special-
ist told me that -- in the hospital, while we were looking at the ulirasounds, thai the window of conception was
the first or second week in January. And where | was trying to go with that but 1 got cut off was that | was with
her the whole entire time and didn't leave her side. So based on that, [ have no doubt that I'm the father, and
that's what | was trying to get to.

VAN SUSTEREN: Now, you say you didn't leave her side. Do you mean in the sort of the window of op-
portunity of conception in the early part of January? Is that what you mean?

BIRKHEAD: Really, most all the month of January, but definitely, for those first two weeks, | didn't leave
because she'd just returned from out of town.

VAN SUSTEREN: How about Howard K. Stern in that time, right after she returned from South Carolina
in the first part of January of '06. Was he around?

BIRKHEAD: He came in and out, you know, but he came and sat in the bedroom when we were in the
bedroom, so you know -- and then he just talked about the day's business with the court case, and then he
took off. So he was there, you know, really sporadic during that time. But most of the time, he was working,
doing something somewhere he says for the Supreme Court case.

VAN SUSTEREN: In January of '06, which is the important time having to do with conception, did she
treat him solely as her [awyer or as a friend? How would you -- what was she saying about him?

BIRKHEAD: Well, she always treated him just as her lawyer and as her friend, so -- throughout our
whole relationship. At times, she'd get annoyed with him. At times, she'd lock him out of the bedroom, you
know, away from us or tell him not to come back unless he called.

And he usually overstepped his -- you know, the relationship and he came over unannounced. And he
would use Daniel or whoever he could as an excuse to come over -- Daniel wants me to go here with him.
You know, | need to do something with the dogs. ! just need to tell you this one quick thing. And it was just
an ongoing thing. So there was no chance that he was intimate and -- he would like to be, but he wasn't.

written by you that you said you wrote to Anna Nicole last September. What about those e-mails?

BIRKHEAD: You know, that's right at the time that -- that - that my ¢hild was born. There was a lot of
emotions going back and forth. What no one got to see was the e-mails that she wrote to me that sparked
the response that came from me.

(BEGIN VIDEQO CLIP)

BIRKHEAD: “Then your sick psycho ass puts my cross necklace on Daniel for the baby photos. How
could you? Didn't you see what that did to me, to see those photos? I'm not going to give up. I'm going to see
in writing that I'm not the father because | have to think that no real woman, no real mother, no one with a
heart could tell a man with no kids, especially after a heartbreaking and devastating miscarriage, that he was
a daddy again and it not be true. No one could or should do anyone to that, not even you, the devil.”
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(END VIDEO CLIP)

BIRKHEAD: Yes, it was heated. Some of the stuff was nasty. [ don't remember every one of the e-mails.
I think one of them | told them | didn't write, and a couple that | did. And that's just relationships. You say
things that you don't mean and you know -- are there regrets about what we said to each other? I'm sure |
have them. | don't know. | can't speak for her. But long after that, we were talking nice, and there were good
e- mails that was representative of, you know, the nature of our relationship.

VAN SUSTEREN: When was the last communication with Anna Nicole, either e-mail or on the phone?

BIRKHEAD: It was regarding the DNA test, when | went fo the Bahamas, and she just let me know under
no certain circumstances was she interested in solving the paternity puzzle.

VAN SUSTEREN: And that was in January?
BIRKHEAD: That was in January,

VAN SUSTEREN: What's it like sitting through these hearings, being on the witness stand, watching eve-
rybody else on the witness stand?

BIRKHEAD: Sometimes stressful and sometimes, you know -- but you know, as long as | - you know,
I've always told the truth from the beginning of this, so that's what I rely upon. And it just -- it got me through
it.

(END VIDEO CLIF)

VAN SUSTEREN: Coming up: Who is Billy Smith? He's Anna Nicole's first husband and Danie!'s biologi-
cal father. Where was he today? On the phone for the entire court to hear. Yes, it's true. His stunning tele-
phone testimony is next. Do not move.

And later, there is even more Anna Nicale news tonight, not just here in Florida or in California but in the
Bahamas. Is something else going on in Dannielynn's life? Yes. We're going to go live to the Bahamas. Stay
right with us.

VAN SUSTEREN: Just when you thought foday's court hearing could not get any weirder, well, it did.
Anna Nicole's first husband and Daniel's biclogical father, Billy Smith, testified -- not in person. The court
clerk dialed him in. He was on the phone for the entire court to hear.

(BEGIN VIDEO CLIP)

SEIDLIN: Billy.

BILLY SMITH, DANIEL SMITH'S FATHER: Yes.

SEIDLIN: Do you know if your boy is presently buried in the country of the Bahamas?
SMITH: (INAUDIBLE} | wish that {INAUDIBLE) Texas.

SEIDLIN: You wish that he's buried in Texas. And are you prepared to have a court somewhere in this
world exhume his body and bring him to Texas?

SMITH: No, no.

SEIDLIN: So what should | do with his body? If | was a judge who had jurisdiction over that — over this
boy's body...

(CROSSTALK)

SEIDLIN: What's that?

SMITH: | just think that they should be buried side by side.
SEIDLIN: The mother and the son.

SMITH: Yes, yes.

(END VIDEQO CLIP)
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VAN SUSTEREN: What did Anna Nicole's mother, Virgie, think of Anna Nicole's first husband, Billy's,
telephone testimony? And what does she think about the ruling? Joining us, Virgie Arthur's lawyer, Tom Pir-
tle.

Tom, is there a short way to describe how your client felt, Virgie, walking out of the courthouse arm in
arm, Howard K. Stern on one side and Larry Birkhead on the other?

TOM PIRTLE, ATTORNEY FOR ANNA NICOLE'S MOTHER: Well, [ think she was disappointed. There's
no doubt about that. These other two gentlemen, they have a paternity fight, and they're fighting for the es-
tate. The only thing she's got is the opportunity to bury her daughter, and that's all.

VAN SUSTEREN: So was she just sort of being a good sport in showing - - coming out to the mikes
locked arm in arm? | mean...

PIRTLE: I don’t think it's a good sport thing. | mean, | think it was-...
VAN SUSTEREN: I'm sorry. Might be a little crude terminology.

PIRTLE: No, that's all right. But it was -- it was a showing of respect for Anna Nicole, and | think that was
appropriate.

VAN SUSTEREN: Now, you say she's not satisfied with the decision.
PIRTLE: Right.

VAN SUSTEREN: Does that mean that you're going to appeal for her?
PIRTLE: We believe we're going to appeal in the morning. Yes.

VAN SUSTEREN: Tomorrow morning?

PIRTLE: Tomorrow morning..

VAN SUSTEREN: Here at this courthouse?

PIRTLE: No, it's going to be in another courthouse, the court of appeals.

VAN SUSTEREN: OK. Court of appeals. Are you asking for an injunction to stop that body -- Anna
Nicole's body - from being removed from the state of Florida to the Bahamas?

PIRTLE: Not at this time because it's going to take a few days for it to be removed, and we're hoping we
can expedite a hearing. And Virgie does not want to delay this burial any more. She really doesn't.

VAN SUSTEREN: All right. It seems the last two withesses -- Daniel's biological father said that he
thought Anna Nicole would want to be buried next to her son, meaning in the Bahamas, and then it followed -
- and another witness, Ford Shelly, who knew Anna Nicole very well, said that she wanted to be buried with
her son. That seemed fo me like that was fatal to your case, those two witnesses, called by your team, by the
way. Is it a technical -- I shouldn't say technical. Is it a legal issue which you think the judge did wrong to re-
verse this?

PIRTLE: See, yes. And | - and it wasn't fatal to our case because what we were arguing was, as a mat-
ter of law, Virgie was the next of kin. The reason why all the testimony about intent came in was because the
judge wanted to hear from Mr. Stern's side about what her intent was in the Bahamas. And by the way, his
ruling was not based on intent. The written order was solely who is the next of kin to receive the body.

VAN SUSTEREN: So the judge ruled that the next of kin fo receive the body was the baby, and so - it
was Dannielynn. So naturally, the guardian steps in and makes the decision where the body should be bur-
ied. Had he ruled instead, if he thought that Virgie was first before by statute...

PIRTLE: Yes.
VAN SUSTEREN: ... then the baby -- then the ruling would be wrong.

PIRTLE: That's right. And here's another problem we have with the ruling. Think about this. Here in Bro-
ward County, you have a parent who's single and they die with a 6-month-old kid, and they have a parent
who comes down to claim their body. They have no other heirs but a 6-month-old kid. Are you telling me that
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every time that happens, the judge appoints an ad litem to represent the 6-month-old and go against the
parents claiming the body?

VAN SUSTEREN: Well, that's not the issue. | mean -- | mean, the issue is what is the law in the state of
Florida, and did the judge follow it, and what are the facts?

PIRTLE: Well, I'm saying that does -- that happened in this case. There was an ad litem appointed that
went against the grandmother, an ad litem who's never seen the child. And I don't think that happens every
time there's a death of a single parent with a minor child in this county.

VAN SUSTEREN: Now, there was a closed hearing where everyone was thrown out at the end of the
day when three -- the three parties got together. | know it's sealed and we can't hear it. But can you give me
an idea of what you thought the atmosphere was in there?

PIRTLE: | think that there was some tension in the room, but then there was some discussion about the
ceremonies.

VAN SUSTEREN: Is there any chance that they are getting closer together, that they can sort of see
each other's viewpoints?

PIRTLE: | think we've always seen each other's viewpoints. One of Virgie's problems that she has -- and
you had it in your last segment. She is the grandmother. She's sitting there looking at two men who are say-
ing, We're the father,

VAN SUSTEREN: Does she care which way it goes?
PIRTLE: | think, at this point, probably yes.

VAN SUSTEREN: So does she like Howard K. Stern? | mean, because -- | mean, it seemed like in the
courtroom that she wasn't particularly fond of him.

PIRTLE: Well, it's better to say that Larry has reached out to her, and | believe she believes he's a nice
fellow.

VAN SUSTEREN: All right, Tom. Thanks. We'll be watching tomorrow, see what - is this an emergency
appeal?

PIRTLE: That's what we're trying to make it. I'm not a Florida appellate lawyer, so we'll find out.
VAN SUSTEREN: All right. We'll find out tomorrow. Thank you, Tom.

PIRTLE: lt's always an emergency.

VAN SUSTEREN: Here's a look at what's coming up after this show on "The O'Reilly Factor."
{BEGIN VIDEOQ CLIP)

BILL O'REILLY, HOST: Hey, Greta, here's something you're not going to see on many news program.
you know that guy, Prince von Anhalt, who says he's the father of Nicole's baby? Well, we gave him a lie-
detector case.

And later, new developments in the Bahamas tonight, a hearing today and another one is planned. Can
the Bahamas get ready fo receive the body of Anna Nicole? That's coming up.

VAN SUSTEREN: Everyone is talking about the Anna Nicole clown video again. This tape was first aired
publicly right here ON THE RECORD, this week. It shows a very pregnant Anna Nicole. But the video also
raised a lot of eyebrows and caused quite a commotion, so much so, in fact, that it ended up being played in
court today for the judge.

ANNA NICOLE SMITH, FMR PLAYBOY PLAYMATE: Fine with me.
REILLY (ph) SHELLY, FRIEND OF ANNA NICOLE SMITH: (INAUDIBLE) I'm done?
